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Wreaths Across America  
When Elisabeth called Linda to tell her that Dec 12 was an important date concerning wreaths for veterans, 

neither of them quite understood what it meant. Linda, of course, was ready to do just about anything 
for veterans, and Elisabethôs idea was to scour the cemetery for headstones that referenced a vet. 
Thank goodness bad weather put a kibosh on that! 

Plan B was a phone call to the VFW, which informed Linda that the local Post was participating by 
donating wreaths to the Veteranôs Cemetery in Fernley. 

When the two ladies conversed again, it was decided to procure one wreath to put on the Veteranôs 
Memorial in front of the courthouse. Elisabeth, powerhouse that she is, obtained permission from 
Committee Chair Doris Toothman and the Planning Commissioner to donate and place the wreath. 

A lovely red, white, and blue wreath was ordered and picked up. Elisabeth, Joyce, and Linda put the 
wreath at the Memorial, and a photographer from the Free Press attended the event. Joyce had done a 

little research and learned that Dec 12 was dedicated to Wreaths Across America. 

Linda did a bit more research, and learned the program had humble beginnings. When the owner of the 
Worcester Wreath Company, Morrill Worcester, had extra wreaths re-
maining near the end of the holiday season, he made arrangements to 
have them placed in Arlington National Cemetery. This became an 
annual event when many groups and organizations joined in the effort. 

As word spread across the nation, Wreaths Across America was 
formed as a 501(c)3 to expand the efforts beyond Arlington. Many 
groups, individuals, and companies participate each year to place ev-
ergreen wreaths on the graves of our heroes.  

Okay, maybe our wreath wasnôt evergreen, and maybe it didnôt last for 

more than a day in the Elko cold, but the Lamoille Womenôs Club hon-

ored its fallen heroes with a lovely tribute. It was the least we could do 

to say ñthank youò to those who gave all for our country. 
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Christmas Food Basket 

Project  

      The month of December was a very busy month for Christmas baskets. Names did not arrive for Christ-
mas baskets for needy families which was okay as other possibilities arose. We read the letter from Jacob 
Park concerning the Thanksgiving gift cards from the Lamoille Womenõs Club  that were given to four needy 
veterans who were attending college at Great Basin. After reading the letter, we realized that these four 
vets could definitely use Christmas Food Baskets. Since the budgeted line item for Christmas Food Baskets 
could not support four baskets, the Board determined this was an ideal expenditure for the Church money that 
was donated to the club by the Center for Spiritual Living. 
      Changing from one or two food baskets to four food baskets was not without challenges. But the club 
members that provided non perishable food items did a wonderful job! We divided up the goods into four groups 
and then figured out what else was needed. The Board approved $100 from the Church Fund for each of the 
four baskets. So off to the grocery store we went. We bought things that were missing like sugar, flour, 
rice, juice, pudding, coffee, and so on. We then loaded up the four baskets. 
      Then we had a change of plans. The Elko Fire Marshall coordinates a òSafety Santaó for a needy fam-
ily every year. The family that was picked was one of the vets that we were making a basket for. Jacob 
Park and the Fire Marshall, Josh Carson called and asked if the Lamoille Womenõs Club would be part of 
the òSafety Santaó by donating a food basket. This was great news and we were glad to participate but the 
date selected was also the date we had scheduled to do the cookie trays. 
      Elisabeth Moore (and husband) agreed to buy the last minute fresh items that we always purchase 
(turkey, potatoes, eggs, fruit) for the basket and deliver them to the club house to accompany one of the 
baskets. On Wednesday morning, the 16th, husband Bob helped me load the huge and heavy basket into my 
trusty jeep and off I went to Elko. Joyce Kay agreed to meet me there with a $100 gift card that was to 
go with the basket. I should tell you that the Board approved another $100 per basket for a Walmart gift 
card for the Vets. The Fire Marshall really did a bang up job for the Safety Santa program. He coordinat-

ed with Home Depot to donate a washing machine (as the family washer broke down), Walmart 
to provide several boxes of disposable diapers as the Mom had a 18 month and a new born 

baby and was using cloth diapers, State Farm to donate presents, the fire department 
installed smoke alarms and several other safety devises, State Fire donated a fire ex-
tinguisher, Newmont paid their electric bill for two months, and of course we donated 
the food basket and we presented the vet with one of the armed forces fleece blankets 
that Betty Vaughan made. 
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      Thursday afternoon, Joyce Kay graciously offered her van to load the remaining three baskets. Friday 
morning, bright and early husband Bob and I purchased the turkey and other fresh food items for the three 
baskets and then met Joyce at Great Basin College to drop off the food baskets with Jacob Park who coordi-
nated with the other three vets to come and pick up the baskets. We left a $100 gift card with each of the 
three baskets. 
      Just prior to the delivery of the three food baskets, Jacob Park found another vet that was in need. 
The Board approved another $100 for the basket and a $100 gift card. Then it was discovered that this vet 
could not use a food basket as he did not have access to a kitchen or stove. So we combined the cost of the 
food basket with the gift card and provided the vet with a $200 gift card that we gave to Jacob Park for 
the vet. 
       No sooner had we done all this, but the Fire Marshall said Newmont had a needy family and would the 
Fire Marshall help coordinate another Safety Santa and we were asked if we could provide another food bas-
ket. We used the Christmas Food Basket money budgeted for this basket as we did not have any more non 
perishable food items. Linell Bollacker and Linda Maclaren volunteered to shop for this basket. And ladies this 
is not an easy job as these two ladies can tell you. Anyhow, Linell and Linda delivered all the food and the 
plastic bin to the club house over the week-end. Monday morning it was decided we needed to present the food 
basket Monday afternoon.  I rushed home from the post office, husband Bob helped me load the basket in my 
trusty jeep and off to Elko we went. We still had to buy the fresh food and a gift certificate to go with the 
basket. We made it just in time but not after having difficulty finding the address of the needy family. The 
Safety Santa program was again coordinated by the Fire Marshall and the same donations were provided with 
the exception of the washing machine. This family was being evicted from their small trailer and the Newmont 
employees took up a collection and donated funds to pay the landlord to keep the family in their home. 
      I know this article is long but I wanted the club members to know that the club funds and the church 
funds used, made a big difference to six families during this holiday season. None of this would have been possi-
ble without the help from Joyce Kay, Linda Maclaren, Linell Bollacker, Elisabeth Moore and our husbands. I 
can not thank these ladies enough for all that they did to help provide food to these needy vets and 
families. And thank you to all the club members that donated non perishable food items.  
      The first òSafety Santaó article and picture was featured in the Elko Daily Free 
Press. Hopefully you got to see it.
